Assessment of ADHD
If the below mentioned criteria are met, a study of the
child from educational, psychological, and medical
points are required. The symptoms below correspond
to the questions in each category, such as “lack of
attention”, "hyperactivity”, and “impulsive behavior”, and
these symptoms may last for more than 6 months.

Attention Deficit Disorder:

— During the classes is inattentive, making a lot of
mistakes without paying attention to the details.

— When doing or playing with something, can't focus
on it for long.

— Don't seem to be listening while someone talk and
look at him (her).

— Don't follow the instructions, can't do anything till
the end.

— While doing lesson assignments or something else,
can't do it in order, can't make order and can't stay
focused and avoids hard work (doesn't like it)

— They lose their stuff, what they need during class.

— Easily get distracted, forgetful.

Hyperactive

— The arms and legs are constantly swaying, and even
when sitting, overactive moving all the time

— Leaves seat in classroom or in other situations in
which remaining seated is expected.

— They run, jump, and climb in inadequate conditions.
Can't participate in leisure and play activities in
a calm and stable way. Can't stay without doing
anything. Talks too much. Reckless action. Can't
wait his (her) turn. When a question is not finished,



interrupting with answer. Interrupts what others are
doing and makes trouble.

Methods of supporting children with autism
spectrum disorder (ASD)

Communication methods: Because people with autism
have poor listening and comprehension skills, it is
effective to use other than verbal, when saying or
explaining something communication methods. People
with autism have well-developed visual perception
skills, it is suggested to use authentic stuff, pictures, and
written descriptions. It is suggested to notify in advance,
if there is any changes is predicted.

To inform about any changes in advance: People with
autism often feel anxious and restless about unexpected
things, such as changing plans or moving to a new
environment. They can be calm if they know in advance
what day, what time, and what they will do. So being
aware of changes in plans, new things, and so on, and
giving them enough time to adjust makes them to avoid

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worries. This can be done in writing or illustrating about
plans.

Creating an environment where the child can concentrate:
Children with autism are sensitive to noise, so they are
more likely to dislike loud noise and crowded places.
The louder the noise and the visibility area is crowded,
the child become more unstable and distracted.
Therefore, attention should be paid to seating place,
visibility area, and training methods. Communicating
calmly: When speaking out loud and shouting, a person
with autism may feel that the person is angry and will
not accept anything other than the speaker is being
angry. Therefore, from the beginning, we need to talk
calmly and understandably.

TEACCH method to support children with autism
spectrum disorder

TEACCH (Treatment and Education of Autistic and
Communication Handicapped Children) method was
developed by researchers who wanted a more effective
and integrated approach to helping individuals with
autism spectrum disorders (ASD). TEACCH is an
evidence-based academic program that is based on
the idea that autistic individuals are visual learners, so
teachers must correspondingly adapt their teaching
style and intervention strategies. TEACCH is centered
on five basic principles. First, physical structure refers
to individual's immediate surroundings. Daily activities,
such as playing and eating, work best when they
are clearly defined by physical boundaries. Second,
having a consistent schedule is possible through
various mediums, such as drawings and photographs.
Third, the work system establishes expectations and
activity measurements that promote independence.
Fourth, routine is essential because the most important
functional support for autistic individuals is consistency.
Fifth, visual structure involves visually-based cues for
reminders and instruction.

The word “developmental disorder, developmental
disability” can be translated into Mongolian as
"developmental (disease) disorder, disability”, butitis
too general and may be understood differently from the
context. In English, it is also referred to as Developmental
Disability and Developmental Disorder, and is used in
the social welfare sector as Developmental Disability
and in medicine as Developmental Disorder. Therefore,
it is necessary to translate the term into Mongolian
and spread the proper concept to the society. At the
international level, too, there are cases where different
meanings are used depending on the country and the
field used, and globally, there is not yet a common
definition to all different areas. Therefore, the developers
of this recommendation have initiated the concept of
“Developmental Disorder, Developmental Disability” in
the education sector to use as “Behavioral and Cognitive
disabilities”.

In Japan Behavioral and Cognitive Disorders defined
as "Autism Spectrum Disorders, Asperger’'s and Other
General Developmental Disorders, Learning Disabilities,
Attention Deficit / Hyperactivity Disorders and related
Brain Developmental Disorders the symptoms of which
occur from childhood age”. In other words, “behavioral
and cognitive disorder” includes three disorders such
